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Hyde Park is one of several royal parks in London connected to each other, forming one large green lung in the center of the city.

Serpentine

The Serpentine, a large artificial lake, separates the Hyde park from neighboring Kensington Gardens where the lake is called the Long Water. Queen Caroline, wife of King George II had the lake constructed in 1730. It is popular for boating and swimming.
